The excavations were filled with "clean" soil and compacted to pre-existing in-situ 
conditions.

-Representative samples from the PCS stockpile were below~ ppm Total Petroleum 
Hydrocarbons. The PCS was transported to the Salt River Landfill for disposal. The following 
criteria, as referenced in your June 26, 1995 letter to me, were met: 

• The Salt River Landfill is in compliance with 40 CFR, part 258. 
• The waste did not contain any free liquids or hazardous waste. 
• The disposal was approved by the Tribal environmental coordinator. 

The consultant we hired to assist in the soil testing should have the Progress Report finished by the 
end of this week. The Progress Report will contain maps, lab results, custody-transfer documents, 
and testing locations. You will receive a copy of the report, as soon as it is complete.
